SOL is at Hanson Bay, in the South West corner of the island.
15 minutes from the magnificent Flinders Chase National Park.
60mins from Kingscote Airport & Kingscote town centre.
90mins from the Penneshaw ferry terminal.

SUSTAINABILITY

SOL is committed to minimising our environmental footprint.

The architectural design harnesses the energy of the sun & wind
to heat & cool the building. All rain water is harvested & our
waste is treated by a series of worm farms. We have recycling
stations around the lodge to ensure we are proactive in handling
our waste. The lodge generates its own power & all areas are
computer controlled to minimise our usage.

Caravan Park you have gone too far.

SCHEDULED FLIGHTS
